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Food Security Situation®

Following the total failure of the October-to-
December 2010 Deyr rains and the poor
performance of the April-to-June 2011 Gu
rains, Somalia experienced the worst annual
crop production in 17 years, excess animal
mortality, and very high food prices.

As a result of significant humanitarian
assistance and a substantial Deyr harvest in
early 2012, famine conditions no longer exist
in Somalia, according to FEWS NET.

However, 2.5 million people remain in crisis
and are unable to meet their essential food
and non-food needs — 1.7 million of those
reside in southern Somalia.

According to FEWS NET, April-to-June 2012
Gu rainfall began late and was poorly
distributed in southern Somalia, and will likely
result in a below average and delayed Gu
harvest.

While a return to famine in Somalia is not
anticipated in 2012, FEWS NET forecasts
potential needs following the Gu harvest in
August.
