Food Security Situation٭ 
 

 Political and civil unrest has caused a 
drastic deterioration of the humanitarian 
situation in Yemen since January 2011, 
putting more than half of the country’s 24 
million people at risk.  These conditions are 
exacerbated by rising food and fuel prices 
and the breakdown of social services.   
 

 Escalation of the conflict in Abyan has led to 
the displacement of over 200,000 persons 
to areas within Abyan, Aden and Lahj. 
There are over 500,000 IDPs and 183,000 
refugees country-wide.  Today, over 22 
percent of the population is unable to 
produce or buy sufficient food, nearly 
double the number in 2009.   
 

 According to FEWS NET, food security 
conditions continue to worsen as aid 
agencies have difficulty delivering food 
assistance, food prices remain high, and 
income earning opportunities are limited. A 
severe fuel shortage has stopped many 
farmers from irrigating their crops—further 
compounding food insecurity in some areas.
